Farmer, owner and operator of the Cosgwell Tavern, general store
and saw and grist mills

Anna Whittlesey Cogswell
Wife of William Cogswell. 
She oversaw the family businesses while her husband was serving
in the American Revolution.

1744-1810

Mathew Logan
Turned the family home into an Inn. 
The Inn of the Rising Sun was located on a stagecoach route. 
Served in the American Revolution in Captain Bull’s Company, Major
Sheldon’s Regiment of Light Horse

1742-1824

Rev. Daniel Brinsmade
Graduated from Yale Divinity School. 
He was a minster from 1749 to 1792.

1718-1793

Phillis Wheatley
A gifted poet
The first Black woman in America to become famous for her writing

Helped create peace between the Powhatan people and English
settlers

1596–1617

Benjamin Franklin
A famous printer, inventor, writer, and leader in colonial America
He helped start one of the first public libraries in America.

1706–1790

Anne Bradstreet
The first published female poet in the American colonies
Wrote poems about her family, home, and everyday life 

c. 1612–1672

Thomas Jefferson
A leader and writer from Virgina
Helped write the Declaration of Independence
The 3rd president of the United States from 1801 to 1809
